General Diploma Requirements
e A course cannot satisfy multiple unit
requirements for any diploma.

e The sequence of courses to fulfill the
Mathematics requirement for the CCR,
Advanced, and Standard Diplomas may
include Pre-Algebra, Algebra I, Geometry,
Algebra II or higher.

e For the Advanced and CCR Diplomas, a
Computer Science course that is designated as
Advanced Placement, CTE, or an approved
higher education course may count as a fourth
Mathematics credit or a third Science credit,
but not both.

e For the Advanced and CCR Diplomas, at least
two of the three required Science courses must
include a laboratory.

College and Career Ready Diploma
To earn a College and Career Ready (CCR)
Diploma, students must earn 24 credit units, with a
3.25 minimum Grade Point Average (GPA), take
the Civics Assessment, take the ACT, complete
additional  coursework and meet certain
endorsement requirements.

2022 & Beyond Graduation Requirements

The Adjusted Diploma is adapted to student
needs according to an IEP. Adjusted Diploma
means a diploma which evidences the graduation
from high school of a pupil with a disability after
the pupil has met special requirements or
adjusted standards (per their IEP). (NAC
389.015) Transcripts and diplomas of Adjusted
Diploma students may not show any indication
that the student received this type of diploma.

World History or World Geography must be taken
as an Elective credit, Flex credit, or as an Arts,
Humanities, JROTC, or CTE credit for a third year
of Social Studies.
